Provides first mortgage financing at fixed, below-market interest rates to low– 
and moderate-income Delaware homebuyers who have not owned a principal 
residence within the past three years. (Certain exemptions may be available 
to qualified veterans and for homes located in targeted areas.)  Eligibility 
guidelines vary according to household size and county of residence.  Pro-
gram is available only through participating lenders. 
 
Assisted Loan :  Provides downpayment assistance in the form of a grant 
equal to 3% of the mortgage amount, in exchange for a slightly higher interest 
rate on the mortgage.

Maximum downpayment assis-
tance is the greater of 6% of the sales contract or $10,000.  Borrower must be 
a first-time homebuyer and must participate in a DSHA-approved housing 
counseling program.  Home must be purchased through a participating lender. 
Note: This is a program of the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Devel-
opment.

Provides emergency financial assistance in the form of a 3% loan to Delaware 
homeowners facing foreclosure.  DEMAP loans (maximum up to $15,000) are 
second or third mortgages against subject properties.   
Eligibility Requirements:  The homeowner’s mortgage payments must be 90 
days or more delinquent. The homeowner should have a good mortgage his-
tory prior to this delinquency, be suffering financial hardship beyond his or her 
control, such as temporary loss of employment due to layoff, strike, etc., ill-
ness or disability, divorce, or legal separation.

This statewide program provides 3% interest rate loans for a  
period of 15 years to low- and moderate-income Delawareans who own their 
own homes, and to landlords who rent to low-income tenants.  Properties 
must be in need of State Housing Code-related repairs or be in need of handi-
capped-accessibility modifications.  Landlords and homeowners must be able 
to repay the loans. The maximum loan amount is $35,000 for homeowners 
and $25,000 per unit for landlords.
